Students are not allowed to ride another bus for
overnight visiting, going to a ballgame, to practice, going
to a party, etc. These rules are not made by the school
but by the Cabell County Transportation Department.
However, when it is necessary for a student to ride the

bus home with another student, it is mandatory that writ- .
ten permission is sent from both parties. Bus notes need’

to be brought to the office in the morning to be approved
by release time. The Boarding Pass must be given to the
driver upon entering the bus.

If a student is forced to ride another bus in the
morning due to some unforeseen emergency, the parents
should contact the bus garage at 733-3015 and receive
verbal permission.

Students are expected to go home their normal way
unless a note is signed by the parent giving permission
and approved in the office. Please do NOT call the school
except in the case of emergency to send children to an-

If a check is returned from the
bank for reprocessing, we may impose a $20.00 charge
on each returned check. Additionally, you will be con-
tacted if a check comes back for insufficient funds and
arrangements will need to be made for cash repayment.

Dress Code

Students are expected to come to school looking
clean, neat, and dressed in a manner which is acceptable.
Hair styles (male and female) that are designed to call
undue attention to the individual are not acceptable.
Clothing, accessories, buttons, or jewelry that contain
vulgar, lewd, obscene, or plainly offensive messages, or
that may lead to substantial interference with school ac-
tivities are prohibited. Any article of clothing that adver-
tises by word or picture any tobacco products, drug-
related messages, or alcoholic beverages will not be toler-
ated. Shorts, skirts and dresses should be no shorter than
mid thigh and should have at least a 4-inch inseam. Mus-
cle shirts, side vent shirts, cut-off shirts, crop tops, spa-
ghetti straps, mesh or see through shirts, clothing that
reveals undergarments or bare midriff are prohibited.
Hats, visors, toboggans, and sunglasses may not be worn
during the school day unless special arrangements have
been made. Pupils will be asked to call home to make
arrangements for necessary changes if their appearance or

Drugs, Al cohol ,
The use of, possession of, or state of being under
the influence of alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs or sub-
stances, or tobacco in any form is prohibited at BMS.
This applies to anyone attending any event sponsored by
Barboursville Middle School regardless of whether he/
she is or is not a student of Barboursville Middle School.

Early Dismissal

In the event that school is dismissed early due to
weather or other emergency, then CCBOE will call to
inform parents/guardians. Most middle school students
can go home their usual way by bus or walking. Howev-
er, if a special situation occurs, parents need to discuss a
plan with their child about what to do if this happens.
This may mean hiding a house key, going to a neighbor's
house, etc. Please do not expect a call from your child at
school. In times of emergencies, phones get flooded with
calls, and it might not be possible to get through.

El ectronic Har ass

Electronic Harassment (Cyber Bullying) is when a child
is tormented, threatened, harassed, humiliated, embar-
rassed, or targeted by another child using the Internet,
mobile phone, or other type of digital technology. Alt-
hough this type of harassment is usually initiated outside
the school environment, it typically ends up disrupting
the educational process at school. When this happens,
substantiated cases will be dealt with in the same fashion
as on-site harassment or bullying.

El ectronics, Toys

Students should N E V ERing toys, sports equip-
ment or other valuables including electronic devices to
school. In the past, the equipment was often lost and/or
broken by students or friends either on the bus or at
school making liability an issue. Parents choosing to al-
low their student to bring these items will be responsible
for the liability. If a parent allows their child to bring a
phone to school, the phone needs to be put away and
turned off. Students should not receive texts/calls during
school hours (7:25-3:25), that includes Apple Watches or
similar devices. If a student is found to be in violation of
this policy during school hours, the item will be kept in
the office until a parent or guardian picks the device up,
and may result in suspension.

Athletes represent our school in the communities of
those schools with which we compete. Athletes should do
their best to represent the school well. All athletes need to
show good manners and respect to the competitors. If not,
athletes may be removed from the team for misconduct.

All athletes must maintain a 2.0 grade point average
and have a physical exam (results reported WVSSAC
form) after June 1 for the 2018-2019 school year.
